*ELEPHANT SAFARI BOAT CRUISE

A safari by boat focussed on spotting herds of elephants on the other side of the lake. Guest will also see
antelope, hippo, and crocodile during this cruise. (This boat cruise will go to the other side of the lake where
the elephants mostly are, duration of cruise +/- 6 hours) (Minimum 6, maximum 16 per boat)

* ELEPHANT RESEARCH PROJECT

The Elephant Research Project is a unique activity offered at White Elephant as an alternative to Game drives,
Walks, Boat cruises and Fishing. This activity is educational, interactive and visual, and includes spending
time with our research and conservation staff.

After an early breakfast, guests depart for a boat cruise on Lake Jozini to locate and watch the elephants from
the boat. After a few hours on the water, guests are returned to the camp.

The activity continues in the afternoon with a visit to our Research Centre, to watch the BBC production
“Operation Elephant-The Mission” documenting the initial re-location of our elephants from the Kruger
National Park. Guests examine elephant skulls and bones and participate in discussions and debates. Spending
time in the world of elephants is enlightening and fascinating, and offers insight into the Reserve history, the
re-wilding and re-stocking of animals, nature and conservation issues, and the purpose of the Space for
Elephants foundation and our other research projects.

Game drives are conducted in open 4x4 vehicles, either in the early morning or late afternoons by a
professional guide who will show you, not only the larger game but also the many varied and interesting
smaller species. (Minimum 3, maximum 10 guests per vehicle)

*BLACK RHINO RANGE EXPANSION PROJECT

Guests depart early morning or afternoon on special guided game drive combination walk. Tracking on foot
will be at the discretion of the guide.

The experience provides insight info on the WWF Black Rhino Range Expansion Project and a new respect
for the "prehistoric" rhino. With the use of a Telemetry device we will follow the Rhino’s signal, looks for
tracks and dung middens, and examine locations where monitoring cameras have been set up. No children
under 16 without permission from parents. +/-3 hour excursion. (Minimum 2. maximum 8 guests)
